BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES
MAY 26, 2012

A properly notified meeting of the Colonial Manor Board of Directors was called to order by President Tom Neubecker in the Community Room at 10 am on May 26, 2012.  All Board members were present.  Six additional owners also attended.

Minutes of the February 22 meeting were read and approved with the correction that it was $400 spent for plumbing repair in the “09” stack.  Treasurer Dave Haglock reported there was $59,662.13 in the general account and $4,439.67 in the escrow account.  Tom Neubecker reported we are pretty close to being on overall budget for the year although repair and maintenance is running significantly higher due to plumbing issues.  If we face further plumbing issues, it might be necessary to have a special assessment to cover them.  Tom reported that Colonial Manor East and Park Ridge East are experiencing the same type plumbing issues.

The following expenditures were unanimously ratified on motion by Tom Neubecker, seconded by Larry Farst.

There was discussion of whether to continue the Association’s Flood Insurance coverage.  The building is not in a flood zone so it is not mandatory.  Our vulnerabilities would be primarily the pool equipment, elevator and community room.  Tom Neubecker will explore our options further with our insurance agent.  The current premium is $4,400.
